NAIA National Championships.  In 1993, 

Davie was invited to a Free Agent Camp with the NPSL’s 
Cleveland Crunch. 

In 1995, Davie was hired to restore the Nyack College pro-
gram to national dominance.  The Warriors won the CACC 
Conference Championships in 1999, and then went on to 
finish 3rd at the NCCAA Nationals.  In 2005, Nyack once 
again made the NCCAA National Tournament finishing 
2nd.  In 2004, Davie became the winningest coach in Nyack 
College history (123-111-10).  He has served as the Athletic 
Director of Nyack College since 1999. 

 

Dan Carillo: Coach Carillo just finished 
his sixth year as the head coach for women’s 
soccer.  Prior to coaching the women, he 
spent five years as the assistant coach to the 
Warriors’ men’s soccer team.  Prior to coach-
ing at Nyack, Dan coached the Ramapo Valley 
U-10 boys soccer team.  He was also an assis-

tant for the U-16 boys premiere team.  He coached for the 
town of Wallkill from 1994-1999.  Carillo was the director of 
the Pine Bush indoor soccer league.  In 2004, he ran a Nyack 
College winter training league and was the head trainer for 
the Ramapo Valley soccer youth academy.
