� Completion of an approved graduate degree program (that's where we come in!) 
� Other criteria as posted on the New York State certification website (including passing 

scores on related NY certification exams) 
� Teaching experience 
 

For Admission to Nyack College School of Education 
� Completed application and $30 non-refundable application fee 
� Interview and writing sample with the Graduate Education Office  

� Evidence of valid teacher certification (or 
completed prerequisites) 

� Official transcripts from each 
college/university attended, including proof of 
graduation 

� Undergraduate degree with a 3.0+ GPA  
� Recommendations 
� Physician completed immunization form 
� Completed financial aid application
